
NO SUPPORT FOR UKRAINE WITHOUT CONDITIONS 
 
 

The Netherlands is reserving 2.5 billion euros for aid to Ukraine (24/12), for weapons and 

reconstruction. Why does the government not impose conditions on this support? To this day, 

Ukraine has not yet undone the restriction of language rights, such as dismantling the teaching of 

the mother tongue of vulnerable historical communities such as Hungarians but also Romanians. 

Ukraine even makes it so absurd that from 2023 the publishing of books in the Russian language will 

be prohibited. The Russian language, like Belarusian, Bulgarian, Gagauz, Greek, Yiddish, Crimean 

Tatar, Moldovan, German, Polish, Romanian, Slovak and Hungarian, is also a minority language 

recognized by Ukraine in 2005, in accordance with the European Charter for Regional Languages. 

The government should therefore require Ukraine to immediately comply with its European 

obligations for peace and stability as a condition for further support by immediately suspending its 

discriminatory language law.
